While the recession has hit 
here-and hit hard-there is still 
good news in York County. 
A boost in production, the 
award of a large contract and 
a planned new facility: these 
are all indicators that show our 
county is fighting back.

First, BAE Systems Land & 
Armaments plans to increase 
production by a third over the 
next six months. By increasing 
the efficiency of its workforce 

and leveraging its relationships with vendors, BAE plans to significantly boost its 
production. BAE refurbishes military vehicles, including the Hercules improved-
recovery vehicle and the Bradley fighting vehicle. 

In other news, the US Department of Energy has hired Johnson Controls, Inc. to 
help the government increase its energy efficiency, conserve water and use renewable-
energy sources. The contract awarded to Johnson Controls is worth $80 billion. 

A new presence in York County is the California-based Congero Development, 
which plans to invest in additional facilities in the region following the completion 
of its first project here. Congero is building an ambulatory surgical center along with 
an office on South Queen Street in York Township. 

Church & Dwight, whose products include the Arm & Hammer Laundry Detergent 
line, recently began construction on a new 1.1 million square-foot building near 
Route 30 that will house its processing plant and a distribution center. The move is 
expected to create 300 new jobs in York County. 

Meanwhile, other organizations are doing what they can to help businesses. 
PACareer Link offers an online job-matching service for employers and job 
seekers (see www.cwds.state.pa.us). It also offers on-site recruitment fairs that help 
businesses find qualified employees. With 2,000 job seekers passing through its doors 
each month, PACareer Link is a great resource.

Another great resource is the York County Chamber, which has decided not to 
increase its dues for 2009. Chamber president Tom Donley says, �The Chamber is 
committed to rallying our members through this recession so they are prepared 

for robust growth. As the most powerful pro-business network in the York region, 
we will continue to provide proven ways to save money and make money for our 
members.�

discounts, networking, and trackable, effective online promotion. Kristi Walsh, Vice 
President of Customer Development at the Chamber, reminds us: �Now is not the 
time to stop marketing your business.

Dear Senators Specter and Casey...
As you know, the York County Chamber of 

Commerce has been following the status of the 

federal �Employee Free Choice Act,� or �Card 
Check,� proposed legislation. The EFCA is a concern 
to the business community because it threatens 
employee rights to a private and secret ballot in a 
union election. The decision to unionize must be 
able to be made without the undue influence of 
union organizers or management. As troubling as 
the loss of a secret ballot would be, the �binding 
arbitration� provision proposed in this legislation 
is equally problematic.  

Our Pennsylvania senators are seen as critical 
votes on this important issue. Recently, Bob 
Jensenius, Executive Vice President of the Chamber, 

visited with Senator Specter�s and Senator Casey�s 
offices. Both offices received the same message�no 
provision of the legislation is acceptable in its 
current form. 

The York County Chamber has recently adopted 
an official resolution in opposition to this 
legislation. Further, we have drafted form letters 
for you, our members, to personalize and send.  

We need to ensure that our senators hear from 
us, the business community, on this important 
issue. An excerpt from the form letter follows:

Because all aspects of this legislation are unfair to 
both employers and employees alike, there simply is 
no way to compromise. A vote for cloture is a vote for 
this legislation.  

This proposed change to well-established labor 
practices has worried me and my friends and 
colleagues in the business community here in South 
Central Pennsylvania, like nothing I have witnessed 
in recent memory.  Please know that your vote on 
this legislation will be an important consideration 
for me, and others like me, in the upcoming election. 
It will influence my vote in the primary and general 
elections, it is just that important.
