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Collaboration Fuels Downtown Renaissance

Look around York City 
and you can practically feel 
the energy. Revitalization 
efforts are multiplying, and 
momentum is building. 
Kevin Schrieber of York�s 
Economic Development 
Department observes, 
�Despite the recession 
and gloomy market, 
the city of York still 
maintains continued, 
progressive revitalization 
efforts and investment, and 

development projects are underway in all neighborhoods of the city.� 
There are many projects these days, both completed and proposed. The cultural 

district is growing, CODO is on the move and even the Market Street parking garage 
is getting a makeover. At the heart of all of this is some encouraging cooperation.

�The York County Chamber is working with many partners to jumpstart York�s 
economy,� explains president Tom Donley. Through the Chamber Foundation, its 
community and economic development arm, it supports the Downtown Market 
District Initiative (creating thriving businesses and jobs) and YorkCounts/Metro-
York (improving the quality of life in our community).  

�I think it�s very visionary,� says Traci Foster of Logos Academy. �It�s a great time 
of collaboration where there are so many organizations working together for the 
development of the city. It�s a privilege to be a part of that.� The school purchased 
the Capital Fibers building on West King St. and is investing $8 million as part of the 
Recapture the Riverfront initiative. 

At the square, True North Developers are putting $2 million into renovating the 
Futer building. Tom Behrle explains: �It�s usually cheaper to build a new building, 
but I think you owe it to the city to�put the stuff back that will last. That building 
is 150 years old and we want to put it back so it lasts another 150.� The building will 
contain 10,000 square feet of office space and possibly a restaurant.

Perhaps the most comprehensive project is CODO. Eric Menzer of Wagman 
Construction, working with Sherman Property Management�s Bill Swartz, begins 

construction on 11 apartments at 26 N. George St. in July. A proposed 40-50 
apartments are planned for 200 W. Market St.; 50 more are possible for the corner 
of Philadelphia and Pershing. Newly opened is 241 N. George, a 35-unit apartment 
building with 9,000 square feet of office space and a new restaurant. 

McKinley Group�s Ryan McKinley comments, �All of the developers in York seem 
to be working together. We are all promoting each other�s projects, and it is a good 
time to invest in the city of York. Urban life is coming back.�
